Collection points to communicate to Austin K5SOC. The HF Net Voice frequencies are the standard Texas RACES Net frequencies for bi-monthly nets.

Should coordination of frequencies from Regions to Austin be needed, use the Standard Net HF Frequency for that Sunday. If direct Region to K5SOC
communications is not possible, find a Winlink relay station that is in range of your station. Relay stations are listed with their frequencies, callsighs and contact
information on page 2 of 2 of the ICS-205. The relay stations will send the message to K5SOC or send it to a Radio Only station for pick later by K5SOC.
